sports news websites in Poland.



TVP Sport – Polish sports TV channel owned by Telewizja Polska S.A., broadcasting since 

November 18, 2006. The editorial office was created by merging the sports editorial 

offices of TVP1 and TVP2.

The homepage aggregates all possible content in one place. There are sections such as


schedule, latest articles, results and a list of disciplines in the right column, video section,


promotional section (in this case - articles about the Polish national team, and in the 

second version - the history of the Olympics), photo gallery, general statistics and medal


classification.

The category page - in this case the discipline page, contains filtered content (articles,


results) presented in an accessible way in the subsequent tabs. The display of results has


been adjusted for all disciplines in a minimized form (right bar) and in full form, as shown in


the &quot;Results&quot; tab.

The schedule page contains a full map of events from each day of the Olympics, with


distinction of the performances of Polish athletes. The pop-up shows detailed information


about the competition taking place, and the possibility of switching directly to the current 

on-line broadcast.

The broadcast page is a list of all the events and competitions that took place during the


Olympics. It has filtering by days, disciplines, events, or the participation of Polish athletes. 

It includes information such as the TV channel on which the broadcast can be watched and, 

of course, the switch to the online broadcast.
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Creating the website for the 2018 Winter Olympics event, which took place in 

PyeongChang.
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The broadcast bar, as the second most important thing that appears on the homepage, 

gives the user the possibility to go directly to the current on-line broadcasts, as well as to 

the aggregate page of all broadcasts. The next tab contains the schedule of all events, 

where by clicking on a specific day we are transferred to the schedule page with the day 

and the list of events marked.

The sidebar has been adapted to display the latest results of all Olympic disciplines on a


given day, as well as to go to the results page of a given discipline.
